
The Brock Badgers swimmers, appropriately dressed for the occasion, traveled to McMaster to compete Saturday October 31st. The team had great attitude going into the meet with positive attitudes, and although still tired from training, they were ready to face the competition. The team raced against OUA rivals Guelph and McMaster, and were excited to see new competition as they competed against McGill University for the first time in recent memory.
