Delia Caughlin Leads Badger Women at Stratten Divisional Championships
Badger Swimming played host to the Stratten Divisional Championships through the weekend of November 12th and 13th, with seven OUA swim teams competing. The competition provides a good snapshot of team preparation at this point in the season.
Fourth year swimmer Delia Caughlin (St. Catharines, ON - Brock Niagara Aquatics) led the team with a solo win in the 50 Breaststroke, posting the first CIS national qualifying time of the season for the Badger squad. She also joined forces with rookie Laura Perry (Kingston, ON – Ernestown Barracudas), Ilana Romanow (Cambridge, ON – Cambridge AquaJets), and Erica Dugas (Mississauga, ON – MSSAC) to steal second in the 200 Medley relay, as the foursome narrowly missed the Badger record in that event.

First year swimmers continued to impress, including top-8 performances from Alana Corrigan (Waterloo, ON – Region of Waterloo SC), Laura Perry (Kingston, ON – Ernestown Barracudas), and Brett Montgomery (North Bay, ON – North Bay Titans). Baylee Colquhoun (Newmarket, ON – Newmarket Stingrays), Lisa McCann (Parkhill, ON – London AC), Cora Michener (Toronto, ON – Variety Village AC), Ilana Romanow (Cambridge, ON – Cambridge AquaJets), and Emily Welham (Kingston, ON – Ernestown Barracudas), likewise added top-8 swims.

The Women’s relays showed depth by placing two teams into the top-6 on all three relay events. The men had a best showing of seventh in the 400 Freestyle Relay.

Overall the women’s team placed a strong third behind Western and Ottawa; while the men placed seventh.

Next up for the Badgers is the Cup weekend in two weeks; racing at the Brock Cup on Saturday November 26th and again at the McMaster Cup on Sunday November 27th.
